


What is Accelerated 

Reader (AR)?  

Computer program that helps teachers and 
librarians manage and monitor childrenõs 
independent practice  

Your child picks a book at his/her own level and 
reads it at his/her own pace.  

When finished, your child takes a short quiz on 
the computer.  

 



Childõs Choice of Book 

Child chooses their book rather than having one 
assigned to them. Allows for a much more 
enjoyable experience. Encourage a mix of  fiction 
and non -fiction reads.  

Teachers/librarians help child choose books at 
an appropriate readability level that are 
challenging without being frustrating, ensuring  
that your child can pass the quiz and experience 
success.  



How can I help my child 

become a better reader?  
Performance improves with practice  

Encourage your child to read at home  

Create a culture of  reading in your household by: 
*reading with your child                                       
*visiting the local library or bookstore                   
*letting your child see you reading                    
*discussing books that each of  you has read

affair!  

 When reading with your child, stop and 
ask questions to be sure your child is 
comprehending what is read.  Reading 
with your child no matter what age, is 
an important part of  developing a good 
reader, building a lifelong love of  
reading and learning, and creating a 
loving relationship between you and 
your child.  



What if my child doesnõt 

like reading?  
Using AR, your child will choose the books he/she wants to 
read.  

Teacher will make certain the book is at the right level, so 
that after the book your child should do well on the AR 
Reading Practice Quiz.  

Success on the quiz will encourage your child to read 
more.  

With guidance from teacher, and success, even students 
who say they donõt like reading will develop of love of 
reading.
